ADMINISTRATIVE FORMALITIES

Visas: before your arrival in France

People coming from outside the European Union will have to obtain a visa. To obtain a visa to
come and work at CADARACHE, the following procedure needs to be followed:

- Once your appointment to the ITER Organisation at CADARACHE has been accepted by
the ITER International Team Leader, the Security file will be sent to you by the Welcome
Office.

- When you send it back to us completed, with the required documents (a copy of your valid
passport and two pictures), the Invitation letter will be sent . You will then be able to start the
formalities for your visa.

- You then have to take the Invitation Letter to the French Consulate or Embassy nearest
your present residence. The French Consulate will give your file priority and will provide you
with a special “ITER visa”, free of charge.

-Once you have obtained your visa from the French consulate, you will be able to come to
France.

Before leaving your country : do not forget all your important documents

French resident permit: once you arrive in France, the Welcome office will help you to
apply for a French resident permit. The required documents you have to bring are:

- A copy of your valid passport (and for each member of your family).

- A copy of your visa.

- Your birth certificate or family registration with the translation in English or French.
- Your marriage certificate with the translation.



Everyday documents: useful documents that may help you in everyday life:

- if you are living with someone (as a common-law spouse), bring proof that you have
been doing so for an extended period (e.g. rental agreement);

- children’s school reports and statements of full-time attendance at an educational
establishment;

- vaccination cards (for all members of the family);

- health insurance documents;

- driver’s license and / or international driver’s license;

- certificate of conformity for your car if you plan to import it.

- car details certified by your car insurance.

- if you have pets: anti-rabies vaccination card.

Moving:

Rules on importing personal belongings to France are specific, please do not forget to
contact the Welcome Office. The Welcome Office will send to you the dedicated ITER
forms that you have to fill in before your departure.

We would advise you to have your move carried out by an international moving company
who has experience in these matters. We have selected three International Moving
companies. The services of these companies include the ITER French Customs
procedure.

Please find hereafter their websites where you may find useful information regarding your
move to France and all the administrative formalities. But, of course, you are free to
choose any other moving company according your needs.

ACCOMMODATION

The Agence ITER France provides the ITER staff with a specialized
company for the relocation of families.

They will help you to look for accommodation after you have filled out a form
on your needs.

The Welcome Office remains the first contact  and then will put the family in
contact with the relocation company by email or by phone.

USEFUL INFORMATION

To rent a house in France requires the tenant to:

-Sign a rental lease that can be renewed for 1 year for a furnished house /
apartment and for 3 years for an empty one.

-The tenant can at any time cancel the lease and must give notice ( 3 months
on average).

-Take out housing insurance the day the estate agent gives you the keys. The
relocation company checks if everything is in order and helps you to fill out the
insurance forms.

The Welcome Office and the relocation company will help you with the terms
and conditions of the rental of your house:

-Payment of your monthly rent by bank transfer.

-Explanation of the rental clauses (guarantee deposit, real estate agency fees,
downpayment of rent.

ACCOMMODATION

Local Tax

You will have to pay the following local taxes :

Taxe d’habitation (council tax for house occupancy) for services provided
by the town and region such as schools, waste removal, road
maintenance, etc. This is to be paid at the beginning on the 1st of
January of each year.

Taxe fonciere (property tax), only if you own your apartment or house
Depends on the living space, how many people in your family and the
location of the house

For example : near Aix, for a villa of 100m2 your tax will be between 800
€ t0 1200 € and for a 2-room apartment 500 € per year.
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EDUCATION

The International School of Manosque at the “Lycée les Iscles” will first and
foremost be accepting children whose parents work for the ITER project. It will
open in September 2007.

The school will also be open to the local children who would like to follow an
international curriculum.

Under the authority of the Academic departments of the French Ministry of
Education, bilingual teaching will be provided in French and in any of the ten
languages available ( Chinese, English, German, Hindi, Italian, Japanese,
Korean, Portuguese, Russian and Spanish).

We inform you that Aix-en-Provence is a 1-hour drive from Manosque, so it
is better to find housing near the International school if you have young
children.

The Welcome Office is the main contact for the enrolment of your children in
the child-care centres in the surrounding towns of Cadarache.

FRENCH CLASSES: LEARNING FRENCH, ENJOYING PROVENCE

The Welcome Office has designed a multi-resource and accelerated learning (learning in
context) approach which includes a personalized training program, whatever your level in
French. Based on a Training Needs Analysis questionnaire, you will be evaluated on your
oral and written skills.

Thanks to their experience, our trainers know how difficult it is for expatriates to feel
comfortable in a foreign language, and will help you set the linguistic objectives you want
to reach by the end of your training course. You will therefore have a “tailor-made” training
program.

A special commitment is made to absolute beginners (80% of the ITER staff and
spouses). Our aim is to help them reach a level sufficient to :

Understand simple sentences and everyday expressions to meet basic needs

Understand simple questions and instructions

Introduce oneself and socialize on a basic level

Ask for simple information

Answer and ask simple questions

This is equivalent to the Al level in the Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages.Until this level is reached, the whole training package is free of charge (see
table below).

We also provide assistance in preparing official French language examinations.

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DAILY LIFE

Your first day in CADARACHE

- A taxi will pick you up from the Marseille airport and take you to your hotel or other
destination

Your hotel reservations will be arranged by the WELCOME OFFICE

On your first day of work, the taxi will drive you to the ITER-Cadarache main gate in order to
obtain your access badge.

The WELCOME OFFICE will introduce you to your department and colleagues and will give
you all necessary information.

- Office working hours : 8.00 am to 4.15pm.
- Lunch hours :11.30am to 1.30pm.

- Cadarache is equipped with on-site bus networks to take you from your office to the cafeteria

- These buses can also take you back to your home. The lines and bus stops, depending on
the town you live in, will be provided by the WELCOME OFFICE.

Useful documents

As stated above, you will need documents for everyday use, such as your driver’s license.

Indeed, in Provence, the public transportation network ( buses) is not fully developed. That
is why we advise you to obtain a driver’s license in your country ( for you and your spouse) in
order to exchange it for a French license, once you settle in France.

Moreover, if you want to import your car: you will need to ask for a certificate of conformity
which is mandatory to drive within the EU. Be aware that for some nationalities, there are
some difficulties in importing your cars, because of the norms required to drive in the EU.

The WELCOME OFFICE will answer all your questions and will help you with these
formalities on a case by case basis.
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USEFUL INFORMATION

Phone:

To reach a French number from abroad, dial your international access code, followed
by 33 for France and then the 9 numbers

To reach a number abroad from France dial 00 then the country code.

Electricity
Electricity is provided at 220-230 V, 50 Hz. Think about brining the necessary
adaptors.

Television, Radio

The French television is broadcast in SECAM. You will need to have a television that
is capable of receiving this signal. Many radio stations are available, from classical
music to popular music, from radio talk shows to news broadcasts. Some stations
provide news in English, Spanish, Italian and German. Satellite television packages
are available everywhere.

Shopping

There are large supermarkets in all the major cities. Their opening hours vary, but are
from around 8:30 am to 8:30 pm, Monday to Saturday.

For smaller shops and other stores, the general opening hours are from around 8:30
am to noon and from 3 to 7 pm, Monday to Saturday.
